Blaine was a charter member
of the Calvary Baptist Church in Versailles, served as Sunday school teacher
and deacon at the Versailles First Baptist Church and was currently a member
of the First Baptist Church in Ozark, Missouri. He was also a member of the
Kiwanis Club.
