He did "slow-down" working only four
days per week over the last year. 

David served his community and belonged to many organizations throughout
his life. He was president of the Versailles Lions Club, a charter member of
the National Cessna Pilots Association, member of the Missouri Pilots
Association, American Legion and VFW, Rolling Hills Country Club and



Bramble Ridge Golf Club. In addition, he was a former partner of the Woolsey-
Yarger Law Firm in Versailles. 

 

David married the late Barbara Haynes of Stover in 1955 and to this union
they were blessed with three children, David P. Yarger, his wife Lauren Yarger,
Janice Clark her husband, Don Clark and Jessica Rau and her husband, Alan
