Noland was the living picture of a youthful
ancient god-like countenance with his long flowing mane,barefoot
and bare chested directing his heavy set helper in a t-shirt who was
on the ground. There were smudge pots burning and spewing
clouds of soot into the air and roof debris laying about. It was a
surrealistic site, almost movie-set like. 

  
Noland was a trim, very fit, handsome young man with a
commanding countenance conducting the restoration of his home's
roof. I said, "Look Raymond, it is Jesus ascending !" and Ray just
laughed The picture of a tranquil rural setting framed with soot
clouds with soot spewing smudge pots and smouldering tar pot and
debris with the heavy set assistant in a white t-shirt lumbering about
and then Noland standing Zeuss-like on the roof in nothing but
jeans remains unforgettable. 
 
Noland politely interrupted his project for a proper introduction by
Ray and we had a cordial chat which was all too brief as Noland
needed to get back to work and we needed to get back on the road.
Finally, I had the great pleasure in meeting the legendary gentleman
and it was an unforgettably positive experience. 
 
From time to time we spoke thereafter and Noland was always a
pleasure. Undoubtedly, he has ascended to eternal peace and
tranquility having made the world a much better place for all
privileged to have known him.
