He operated Millstone Lodge
from 1961 to 1973. He and his wife, Joyce and their family have owned Rock
Harbor Resort in Sunrise Beach since 1973. Bill was president of the Lake
Association in 1979 and a founding member of the Tri-County Lodging

had a tremendous joy for living.
